2 types – 50 pts, 3 types – 100 pts, 4 types – 200 pts, 5 types – 500 pts, 6 types - 600 pts

Ridden tack and Turnout does not count for points.  If cards are not signed at any events, scores will not be included.

PERFORMANCE AWARD RULES

1 The Performance Award is a competitive scheme aimed at encouraging the use of Highland ponies.  It runs for one year from 1 January to 31 December in Scotland and from 1 November to 31 October in England & Wales.

2 There is one scheme for England & Wales, and one for Scotland.

3 It is for ridden and driving ponies only, not in-hand.
4 Ponies must belong to paid up members of the Society.

5 The scheme is open to stallions, mares and geldings fully registered or in Appendices, excluding “X” registered ponies.
6 Ponies must be 5 years old or over.

7 The riders/drivers need not be a member of the Society.

8 The card is issued in the name of the pony.

9 Each pony must have a separate card.

10 In the case of multiple riders or drivers of the same pony, points will be accrued for individual junior riders/drivers and for other riders/drivers qualifying for special awards relating to age.

11 It is helpful to state your place and the number of competitors in the class e.g. 6th/28.  Write clearly in block capitals with full details of the event.

12 Points are also awarded for participation.

13 Points may be collected at shows and properly organised open events.  Schedules may have to be submitted to committee if required.

14 Cards may be obtained from the secretaries (see below) on receipt of £5 (cheques made payable to The Highland Pony Society).  These cards must be signed by the judge or official at the show where the pony has competed.  This also applies for participation.

15 All sponsored rides and pleasure rides must be at least 10 miles (16kms).

16 All competitors who return their cards will receive a rosette.

17 No trophy can be won more than three consecutive times by the same pony/rider combination.
18 Winners of the Bursary (riders/drivers) must be, or become members of the Society.

19 If the Award Bursary is given, it must be applied for within one year.  The receipt for tuition to the value of the award should be submitted for England & Wales to Mrs Karen Grover (see below) and for Scotland to the Secretary of the Highland Pony Society.

20 A junior competition for riders aged 18 years or under on 1st January of the year of the award and a competition for rider/drivers aged 60 and over will be held.
